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Compilation of Halachot and Guidelines for Shabbat Erev Pesach

1. This year, Ta’anit Bechorot will be on Thursday, the 12th of Nissan. We’ll have a siyum after each minyan, as usual.

2. Bedikat Chametz will be done on Thursday night with a bracha, as usual.
Biur Chametz is done on Friday morning. One should try and burn the chametz by the regular time, like every year, (aka by
11:21 in the morning this year). During Biur Chametz, we do not do Bitul Chametz, (do not say “kol chamira ve’chamia”...)

3. On Shabbat morning, chametz may be eaten until the latest permitted time (10:00 AM), and only a small amount of chametz (that
one estimates that would actually be eaten) can be kept around. It should be placed and eaten in a designated area.
If chametz remains past the permitted time on Shabbat, it should be disposed of in one of the following ways: Flushing crumbs
down the toilet, and if this isn’t a possibility then one should pour liquid soap over the leftover chametz and dispose of it in a
public garbage bin (as opposed to private household bins).
After eating chametz, all leftovers and crumbs should be carefully disposed of, the erea cleaned, and one should brush their teeth
in a Shabbat-permissible manner.
The final time for getting rid of all chametz on Shabbat is 11:21 AM. After this, the nusach of Biur Chametz ("Kol Chamira") is
recited, like we do every year after burning the Chametz.

4. Foods on Shabbat Erev Pesach:
The simplest and easiest approach is to make kosher for Pesach dishes with one’s Pesach dishes, cutlery and utensils. In this case,
one may say Kidush and eat the required Chametz using a different table, even in a different room, balcony, or garden (assuming
it’s encirceled by a fence and connected to the house), and then continue the rest of the kosher-for-Pesach meal in the house.
Lechatchila one should be able to see the main meal table from the place where one does the Kidush and eats the Chametz.
If nonetheles, chametz dishes are used, they should be cleaned of food remains and stored in an area designated for Mechirat
Chametz. However, they should not be washed in the standard everyday form, as this would consitute as “Hachana” which is
prohibited.
Ashkenazim may eat kitniyot until the end of the chametz eating time. However, Pesach utensils that “absorbed” (ny?22)
kitniyot should not be used for Pesach until after 24 hours.

5. Matzah may not be eaten on this Shabbat.
It is also customary not to eat cakes made from matzah meal.
However, cooked (not baked) dishes containing matzah meal, such as kneidlach, may be eaten.
To enter the Seder with an appetite, cooked dishes with matzah meal should not be eaten from the tenth hour (around 16:00 PM)
of the day onwards.

6. Seudah Shlishit:
Various customs exist regarding how to do seuda shlishit on this Shabbat, and we don’t reject any minhag presnted in the poskim.
The preferred option imho is to eat the seuda shlishit after Mincha Gedolah, with a meal consisting of non-grain foods such as
meat, fish, and fruits (preferably from the Shivat Ha’Minim).
Alternatively, one may use cooked dishes containing matzah meal as mentioned above, but if one does so, the meal should be
finished by around 16:00 PM.

7. Preparing on Shabbat for Chag:
No preparation may be done on Shabbat for Yom Tov. Therefore, all preparations (e.g. setting the table, preparing the candles,
etc.) must be done before Shabbat or otherwise after Shabbat ends (19:44 PM), and needless to say - Yom Tov candles may not
be lit before this time.
Before beginning any Seder preparations, one must recite "Baruch Hamavdil Bein Kodesh LeKodesh”.
If tidying the house benefits Shabbat as well, it is permitted to do so before Shabbat ends.
Frozen precooked foods for Yom Tov may be taken out of the freezer on Shabbat, provided that it can defrost before Shabbat
ends. (And if forgotten, there may be room for leniency to take it out later as well).

8. During the blessing of "Borei Me'orei Ha’esh" in Havdalah at the Seder, it is customary to use the Yom Tov candles already lit,
without brining two flames together as is normaly done.

May we merit this year to eat from the Korban Pesach and Chagiga in the rebuilt Beit HaMikdash, Bimhera Be Yameynu!
